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Britney Spears, born in Kentwood, Louisiana, U.S.A. on December 2nd 1981, took America by storm back in November 1998 with her debut single ‘…Baby One More Time’. Appearing in talent shows and choirs around her hometown, Britney’s talents were obvious from a young age. She auditioned for The Disney Channel’s ‘Mickey Mouse Club’ at the age of eight. Too young for the show, but too talented to dismiss, a Disney producer helped her to get an agent in New York where she spent the next three summers studying performing arts. She began to act in TV commercials and off-Broadway shows. 

After a couple of years on the show, Britney went back to New York to start a music career hoping to follow in the footsteps of her idols Michael Jackson, Mariah Carey and Whitney Houston. Brought to Jive Records’ attention, Britney had an opportunity to sing ‘a’cappella’ for record company executives. Her talent and natural presence were undeniable. She hooked up with Backstreet Boys’ producer Max Martin and Whitney Houston producer Eric Foster White who loved her voice, so they set about recording some great pop songs, the first of which was ‘...Baby One More Time’. An album soon formed under the name of this first song, which subsequently became the first single. With the high-energy video and infectious groove, ‘...Baby One More Time’ was welcomed by the World of pop music with open arms. A cover of ‘Rolling Stone’ (April Issue 1999) increased the frenzy. Britney was rocketed from pop-starlet to mega-star. Her 2nd single, ‘Sometimes’ - a soft summer ballad - was released in June 1999 and had a great success also.
After a massive summer tour across North America, Britney returned to the charts with another smash hit, ‘(You Drive Me) Crazy’. The highlight of 1999 for Britney was performing a poptastic medley at the MTV Europe Music Awards in Dublin, where she was the undoubted star. She won all four awards for which she was nominated. The categories were Best Female Artist, Best Breakthrough Act, Best Pop Act and Best Song for ‘…Baby One More Time’.

Britney has appeared on screen and in print around the globe. ‘Time Magazine’ (International Edition), ‘Marie Claire’ (UK) ‘Elle’ (UK and Japan) and ‘Vogue’ (Spain) are some of the magazines that have embraced Britney’s charismatic image for their cover stories. MTV, CHANNEL V, FOX, M6, RTL, along with a countless number of other television networks and programs around the world, anticipate Britney’s new releases as fans would themselves.

Britney co-headlined at the Rock In Rio Festival in Brazil in January, 2001, performing to an audience of over 250,000. Also in January, Britney appeared with Aerosmith and *NSYNC at Superbowl 35 during the half time show, performing Aerosmith’s classic hit "Walk This Way". Britney presented and won an award at the 2000 Billboard Music Awards and co-hosted and performed at the 2001 American Music Awards.

In 2001, the reigning Queen of Teen Pop shows us a fresh and more mature side. The new songs on her third album, ‘Britney’, reflect the changes in her life and her development from a teenage girl to a mature, young woman. Working with producers such as The Neptunes, on the first single ‘I’m a Slave 4 U’ has allowed her to move on to the next level. Other producers and songwriters on the album include Max Martin, Rami, Riprock ‘n’ Alex G, Dido, Josh Schwartz and Brian Kierulf of KNS Productions, Rodney Jerkins, Justin Timberlake and Britney Spears herself
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Though she claims to be "not yet a woman," Britney's musical style has certainly matured since her 1999 debut "Baby One More Time..." Her upcoming Jive Records release, Britney, shows that as her reign as teen popstar comes to a close, Britney's music has become more daring and grown-up than ever before. 

"I wanted to make [Britney] nastier and funkier" she told MTV in October. Mission accomplished. Not only is she not afraid to curse on this album, Britney also explores new musical styles, including funk, soul, and rock. Not to mention songwriting — five of the songs are co-written by Britney herself. 

Britney also collaborates with such big names as pop producers Wade Robson and Max Martin, and gets a hand in songwriting from fellow singers Dido and Justin Timberlake. 

Highlights include the rocking "Overprotected." Not since Janet Jackson's "Control" has there been such a danceable declaration of independence from a rising pop star. 
"Lonely" reveals Brit's exploratory side with a funky, syncopated rhythm. The smooth funk and raspy vocals of "Boys," is reminiscent of seventies soul with a little Prince thrown in. 

Britney's cover of Joan Jett's "I Love Rock 'n' Roll" doesn't disappoint, with Brit's sassy voice against such tough-girl guitar riffs. "Bombastic Love" lives up to its title with explosive vocals and a cool electric violin intro. 

In "Cinderella" she's singing to the boy who took her for granted, drawing from the same kind of relationship conflict we saw in last year's "Stronger." This song, along with others like the girl-power anthem "Anticipating" proves that Britney is, now more than ever, a force to be reckoned with.
